MONTHLY MEETING

September 10, 2010

President Betty Schoolar called the meeting to order at 10:27 to a full house. After welcoming everyone, she asked if there were any guests.  Four garden clubs and three members introduced  the nine guests that were in attendance.

She then thanked Hospitality Vice President Janie Vance, and Mary Vacek, Zone 7 Counselor for getting the day off to a good start with a bountiful feast. As a way for Federation to connect with our constituent clubs Mary gave an overview of the 15 clubs in her zone
The first business in order was the Thought for the Day, given by Mickey Sanders, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

The next business in order was the appointment of Mickey Sanders, Mary Hall and Corrie Ten-Have to the committee to approve the minutes of this meeting 

Secretary Daphne Light reported the May 2010 minutes had been approved by the committee.

Treasurer Bunnye Baldwin gave the financial report. The report is attached.  There were no questions and the report will be filed for audit.

Budget and Finance Vice President Deana Roberts reported on this year’s HFGC fundraising efforts.  She passed around a form for those interested in signing up for the Oct 13th trip to see the painted churches followed by lunch at Betty Schoolar’s farm house.  Deana mentioned the WAFA trip sponsored by TGC and then explained the letter she is sending to all the presidents of HFGC member Garden Clubs asking for information for the Christmas silent auction and drawing donations.
Education Vice President Pat Spiller gave details of the two upcoming workshops.  First in October will be Nancy Ayres creative use of  plastic rings and then in November Ann Nette Pearce’s small and petit miniatures.

Ann Steifel then recognized the thirty three garden club presidents that were in attendance by presenting each with a rose, followed by also giving each of the Former Presidents and Sue Durette the Former TGC President a rose.

Flower Show Schools Chairman Mary Kay Ellis tuned into radio/TV program Dragnet to give her plea to sign up for FSS.

A special order for the September meeting is the Election of a Nominating Committee.  Diane Whitaker read Article VII, Sections 1 & 2 of the Bylaws.  Betty reported that Pat Spiller was appointed as chairman of the committee.  The board of Directors had elected Corrie Ten-Have, Jody Rogers and Diane Whitaker.  Barbara Cox, Loraine Kuehn and Ginnie Russell were nominated and elected to the Nominating Committee from the voting body present. These seven are to present a slate of officers at the December meeting, with the election to follow in January.

Betty mentioned that Joann Storm had Vision of Beauty Calendars for sale.

Secretary Daphne Light read the correspondence, a card from Merlene Caine, Memorial Book Chairman, acknowledging the donation made by HFGC in the name of Martin Priem, husband of Guyneth Priem.

Meadowbrook Garden Club’s Bonnie Calkins led a spirited auction of Jim Johnson’s seven floral designs.  Added to the auction was a basket donated by Sugar Creek and the flower centerpiece donated by Zone 7.  These nine items sold for a total of $275.00.
